Step 1 – Remove ceiling tile

Remove the 2' x 2', 2 x 4', or 600 x 600 mm tile from drop ceiling and ensure cabling is in the correct location (Figure 1).

Step 4 – Replace ceiling tile & assemble tile bridge C-ring assembly

Place the ceiling tile back into the ceiling tile grid.

Through the hole in the tile, place the two tile bridges above the tile and position them to rest on the tile grid structure. Place the C-ring through the hole in the tile and 
position to rest on the tile bridges and directly above the hole. 

When aligned, fasten the C-ring to the tile bridges on the inside edges until secure using the included C-ring screws (Figure 5).

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Step 8 – Insert loudspeaker through front of tile & secure in place

Ensure that the mounting doglegs are in their default nested position and insert the loudspeaker through the hole in the tile (Figure 10).

Secure the loudspeaker in place by pulling the T-handles to tighten the doglegs:
	 a.	 Disengage	first	T-handle	from	default	installed	position	(Figure	11).

Note 1: The FC 4" and 6" loudspeakers have a maximum clamping distance of 2.0". For installation surfaces thicker than 1.5" remove the reusable black rubber boot from 
each dogleg clamp prior to inserting the enclosure through the front of the tile.

Note 2: The FC 8" loudspeakers have a maximum clamping distance of 1.7". For installation surfaces thicker than 1.17" remove the reusable black rubber boot from each 
dogleg clamp prior to inserting the enclosure through the front of the tile.

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LOUDSPEAKER REMOVAL

Step 1 – Disengage T-handle

While supporting the weight of the loudspeaker, pull down the T-handle and turn to reveal the clamp release button, adjacent to the locking slot (Figure 51).

Step 2 – Slide clamp release button

a.  Before removal, insure the clamp is completely engaged with the mating surface by pulling the handle to tighten the clamp.
b.  Slide the clamp release button until you hear and feel the dogleg release (Figure 52).
c.  If the dogleg does not release, perform one of two options:
 1.  Re-engage the dogleg to the mating surface by pulling down the handle to re-lock the dogleg into position.  Slide the clamp release button to disengage  

the clamp.
	 2.		Using	a	small	small	flat-head	screwdriver,	insert	the	blade	along	the	flat	side	of	the	release	button	and	slide	the	release	button	to	disengage	the	clamp.

Clean	the	grille	with	a	damp	cloth	to	remove	any	dirt,	oils,	or	fingerprints	so	that	the	paint	will	adhere	to	the	grille	surface.	Use	mineral	spirits	for	particularly	hard-to-
remove imperfections.

Step 4 – Prepare the painting area

Suspend the grille from a wire (recommended) or place the grille on clean painting surface such as a table. Ensure you have easy access to paint the grille from multi-
ple angles. This will allow for even coats of paint and ensure that all intended surfaces are painted.
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PAINTING INSTRUCTIONS (CONTINUED)

Step 5 – Paint the grille

We recommend using a spray method, rather than using brushes or rollers. Only paint the front of the grille and apply primer if desired. Apply several light coats of 
paint from multiple angles rather than one heavy coat (Figure 55). Doing so prevents the holes in the grille from becoming clogged. Allow some time between coats. 
Check your paint manufacturer recommendation, usually printed on the paint container.

Step 6 – Replace grille cloth

Place the grille cloth back into the loudspeaker grille (Figure 56). It may be necessary to apply adhesive spray to the grille before applying the grill cloth.

Step 7 – Install magnetic grille

Place	the	grille	over	the	loudspeaker	baffle	until	magnetically	engaged	(Figure	57).	Replace	logo	badge	if	desired.
